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STEP-BY-STEP APPLICATION PROCESS

(1) The CRP partner professor should fill out KEEP-1 CRP

application form.

The CRP student submits the KEEP-1 CRP application form
as a part of his/her regular KAIST graduate application
package.

The CRP student should indicate the CRP professor as
recommender during the KAIST application. The CRP
professor will be asked to submit a letter of
recommendation, electronically.

The regular KAIST graduate admission are open 3 times a
year.

Once the admission decisions are made, School of EE sends
an email notification to both advisors at KAIST EE and CRP
partners on the admission results.
